
Eligible applicants must:
• �Have a minimum cumulative grade point average of  

2.5 or higher and at the time of application be enrolled 
in at least 6 credit hours at Moraine Valley

• �Present one sealed letter of recommendation from  
a Moraine Valley faculty or staff member or high  
school teacher

• �Submit an essay on why you believe you deserve  
this scholarship (essay response should be 300 to  
500 words, typed, double spaced using 12 pt. font in 
standard essay format on a separate sheet of paper.)

Application cover sheet should include:
• Application date
• �Name, address, city, state, ZIP code, telephone  

number and social security number
• �Number of credit hours currently enrolled in at  

Moraine Valley and total completed toward graduation
• �Semester for which you wish the application to be 

considered: spring, summer or fall 2010
• �Proof of 2.5 GPA or higher (HS or college transcript)

Deadlines:
Tuesday, Jan. 19, 2010 for spring semester
Tuesday, May 25, 2010 for summer semester
Tuesday, Aug. 24, 2010 for fall semester
